1. Declaration of Interests

There were no pecuniary interests declared.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 6th March 2007

The minutes of the meeting held on 6th March 2007, were agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chair.

3. Appointment of a business governor and membership update

The committee was advised that the Chair intended to step down as a governor in December 2007. It was agreed that she should ask the University of East London to nominate a candidate who could be considered for appointment in her place. The Chair also reported that she would step down as chair at the next meeting of the governing body and use her remaining time as a governor to support the new chair. To facilitate this changeover, the committee agreed that Carole Snee should be reappointed as a community governor when her term of office expired on 31st July 2007.

The committee also received nominations for appointment as business governors from Jason Fergus, who works in sports and recreation management and Susan Lloyd-Hurwitz who works in real estate fund management and investment.  The committee agreed that both candidates met the skills profile sought by the governing body and that both could be appointed as business governors.  However, as there was currently only one business governor vacancy it was agreed that Jason Fergus should be recommended for appointment to this vacancy and that Susan Lloyd-Hurwitz would be recommended for appointment when the next vacancy became available.

4. Terms of reference

The committee was advised that the annual review of the terms of reference had been undertaken and that with the exception of amending the membership clause to remove the restriction on the number of members on the committee, no other amendments were proposed.

The committee agreed to recommend to the governing body that the revised terms of reference be accepted.
