1. Declaration of Interests

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 14th November 2006

The minutes of the meeting held on 14th November 2006 were agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising:

a) Appointment of a business governor and a co-opted governor (minute no. 2(a))

The committee was pleased to learn that Warren Lakin, who had expressed an interest in rejoining the governing body in the future, was developing links with Stratford Circus.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 12th December 2006

The minutes of the meeting held on 12th December 2006 were agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chair.

4. Appointment of a business governor and membership update

The committee was advised that a nomination had been received from Fouzia Ahmed for appointment as a business governor. Fouzia had worked for the Financial Services Authority since September 2006, following the completion of her degree in Philosophy, Politics and Economics. She had been nominated by ELBA. The committee agreed that she should be recommended for appointment, subject to a satisfactory meeting with the Principal.

The committee was also advised that Abraham Thomas had resigned as a business governor because of increased work commitments. The committee agreed that the college should approach Jason Fergus, who had a sports background, to determine whether he would be suitable to fill this vacancy. The Principal was also asked to make further contact with ELBA for their support in filling future vacancies and to explore opportunities for developing links with business partners.
