1. Declaration of interests

There were no pecuniary interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 4th March 2008

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th March 2008, were agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chair.

3. Review of committee terms of reference

Members received and approved the committee’s terms of reference, which had been amended to reflect the revisions to the instrument and articles of government relating to governing body compositions.

4. Arrangements for seeking candidates for appointment as independent governors

The committee agreed to recommend to the governing body that independent governor candidates be sought on the following basis:

· At least one candidate with a brief for expanding and/or promoting education opportunities in the borough, nominated by Newham Council

· At least two candidates with a brief for expanding and/or promoting higher education progression in the borough, nominated by local higher education institutions

· At least one candidate who is representative of public institutions or voluntary organisations within the vicinity of the college

· The remaining candidates to be sought on the basis of skills gaps identified following the annual skills audit of the governing body

5. Appointment and re-appointment of governors and membership update

The committee was advised that the principal had asked East London Business Alliance to seek out candidates with financial and capital development backgrounds to fill two independent governor vacancies and that he was awaiting a response.

The committee was also advised that Carole Snee would step down as a governor at the end of the academic year and that the Vice Chancellor of the University of East London had nominated Gail May to replace her. The committee agreed to recommend this candidate to the governing body for appointment as an independent governor. However, as Ms May was currently on maternity leave it was also agreed that the governing body should be asked to make this appointment with effect from 1st December 2008.

The committee noted that parents of year 1 students in September would be targeted to fill the parent governor vacancy on the governing body.
